Article 10 - Duties of Officers, 
Business Rep resentatives and/or 
Organizers, Delegates and Trustees  

Section 9.  Delegates to Affiliated Councils  

Delegates will be nominated and elected 

at the Installation of Officers meeting.  In 
case of a vacancy of a Delegate to an 

affiliated council, the Executive  Board 
shall appoint a Delegate.  

It shall be the duty of the Delegates to:  

(a)  Attend the meetings or sessions of 
the body or assembly to which they have 
been elected or appointed;  

(b)  Faithfully represent the Union and 

protect its interest, and properly p resent 
and support its declared policies and 
instructions;  

(c)  Report to the Union any proceedings 
of the organization that may directly 

affect the Union; and  

(d)  Perform such duties pertaining to 
their office or assigned to them by the 
Union.  

Article 6 - No mination of Officers  

Section 5 .  All nominations for Officers 
and Delegates must be accepted by the 

proposed candidate at the time of 
nomination either in person or in writing.  

Section 6 .  Candidate(s) for office 
wishing to withdraw his/her name from 
the bal lot must file written notice of 
withdrawal with the Business Manager / 
Secretary Treasurer within forty eight 
(48) hours after the nomination has been 

made.  

Section 7 .  The President shall state 
that the Bylaws require all the candidates 
nominated to have be en members in 
good standing for twelve (12) months 
prior to nominations, and the 
qualifications of each candidate must be
